Through
this Scholarship Fund, the Alexandrina Business Network hopes to encourage
students to aspire to be small business owners.

The Alexandrina Business Network is offering three scholarships for students
currently in secondary school who wish to pursue further education or training
at a university, TAFE or other registered training organisation (including
apprenticeships /traineeships). The successful applicants will continue further
education or training in a field which will enable them to develop and run their
own business.

Three scholarships will be available:

1. $3000 - applicants clearly demonstrate an educational / training
pathway to the development and running of a small business

2. $2000 — further training and / or education

3. $1000 — further training and / or education

The scholarship will be awarded annually at a presentation function.
Who is eligible to apply?

Students currently in secondary school who wish to pursue further education
or training at a university, TAFE or other registered training organisation
(including apprenticeships /traineeships) and who are currently at one of the
following schools: Mt Compass Area School, Mt Compass; Investigator
College, Goolwa; Murraylands Christian School, Strathalbyn and Eastern
Fleurieu School, Strathalbyn.

What the scholarship will cover?

The scholarship should be used towards tuition or tools of trade.

applicant maintaining satisfactory progress in studies

of study

Short listed applicants will be interviewed by a panel — Stage 2.
